¶ Look out for other coworkers at all times and 

they will do the same for you.  

¶ Analyze near-accidents carefully so similar 

incidents do not occur in the future. 

¶ Share your concerns and suggestions with 

coworkers and your supervisor, and encour-

age others to do the same.

The Hidden Meaning in Near -Misses 

 

Have you ever had to slam on your 

brakes to avoid hitting the car in 
front of you or catch your balance 
right before you took a tumble on 
an icy patch? These are certainly 
close calls, telling you to wake up 

and pay attention to your surround-
ings. 

Like the scenarios above, close 

calls or near-misses on the job 

should be converted into safety 

precautions; they are a big red flag 

that something is wrong, such as a 

machine is malfunctioning, stock is 

not stacked adequately or some-

one has done something unsafe.  

Employees just like you can handle 

these instances in a way that turns 

near-misses into learning experi-

ences and prevents accidents from 

occurring.  

Think safety and take concern 

when near-misses occur. Correct 

the situation, remove the hazards 

that caused the near accident, and 

take the time to discuss the hazard 

and solution with your coworkers 

and supervisor. (8677)

PRACTICE LADDER SAFETY  

Working at high heights can lead to acci-

dents that leave you flat on your back. The 

Bureau of Labor Statistics reports that over 

300 people die from work-related ladder 

injuries each year. Donôt become a statis-

ticðpractice ladder safety, one rung at a 

time! Hereôs how: 

¶ Use the correct ladder for the job by 

checking its length and duty rating. The 

ladder should be a minimum of three 

feet over the working surface. 

¶ Do not use metal ladders near electrical 

equipment or power linesðuse wooden 

or fiberglass ones instead. 

¶ Do not place a ladder in front of a door 

that is not locked, blocked or guarded. 

¶ Inspect ladders for damage before each 

use. 

¶ Place ladders on steady surfaces that 

are level and firm. Place flat wooden 

boards braced underneath to level an 

uneven surface. 

¶ Do not use a ladder for any purpose 

other than the one it is intended. 

¶ Make sure the ladder supports your 

weight plus materials you are using. 

¶ Only allow one person on a ladder at a 

time. 

¶ Keep your body centered between the 

rails at all times. (2722) 

¶ Never step on the top step, bucket shelf 

or the rear section of a ladder. 

The Rules for Hand Tools 

The use of hand tools is an efficient 
way of getting a job done. They are 
easily transportable and compact. 
Yet, many accidents occur because 
workers become careless, causing 
accidents such as the loss of vision, 
puncture wounds, cuts, broken bones 
and contusions.  

To avoid unnecessary injuries, re-
member these handy safety recom-
mendations: 

¶ Examine the tool before each use to 

ensure it is in good working condi-
tion. Use tools only for their intended 
purposes. 

¶ Sharpen, clean and oil tools as 

needed to keep them in good condi-
tion. 

¶ Do not force tools beyond their ca-

pacity. 

¶ Use a vise to secure tools when-

ever possible. 

¶ Never carry tools in your pocketsð

use a tool belt. 

¶ Hammerheads should be ground 

properly and should not have bro-
ken claws or handles. 

¶ Keep cutting tools sharp and use 

the appropriate handles. 

¶ Always wear the appropriate pro-

tective equipment to shield your 
eyes, hands, ears and other body 
parts when working. 

Never take safety for granted!

Aerial lifts, such as cherry 
pickers or bucket trucks, are 
great machines for reaching 
things up high. However, 
there are many fatalities each 
year as a result of falls, elec-
trocutions and collapses. To 
be careful up there:  (0671)  

¶ Never override hydraulic, 
mechanical or electrical 
safety devices  

¶ Maintain a minimum 
clearance of at least 10 
feet  away from the near-
est overhead lines  

¶ Wear a body harness with a 

lanyard attached to the boom 

or basket to prevent being 

ejected or pulled away
