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All You Need to Know about Swine Flu 

Swine influenza (or swine flu) is an 

infection caused by the influenza A 

(H1N1) virus. Recently, human cases 

of the swine flu and associated 

deaths have been identified in both 

the United States and internation-

ally.  (3118) 

What is Swine Flu?  
Swine influenza is a respiratory disease that 
causes a regular outbreak in pigs. Humans do 
not normally get swine flu, yet infections can 
occur, and have now been reported and spread 
from person to person. 
 
Is Swine Flu Contagious?  
The Centers for Disease Control and Preven-
tion (CDC) has determined that swine flu is 
contagious in humans. In fact, sick individuals 
may be able to infect others beginning one day 
before their symptoms develop and up to 
seven days or more after becoming sick. That 
means that you may be able to pass on the flu 
to someone else before you know that you are 
sick, as well as while you are still battling the 
virus. 
 
Can You Get Swine Flu from Eat-
ing Pork?  
Absolutely not. But, as you probably know, you 
need to cook pork thoroughly to avoid getting 
other diseases that can be spread by under-
cooked meat. 
 
Are there Medications to Treat 
Swine Flu?  
There are two medications available to treat 
swine flu, and are most effective when they are 
used within two days of showing symptoms.  
 
What Can You do to Protect Your-
self Against Swine Flu?  
There is no vaccine currently available to pro-
tect against this virus. However, there are eve-
ryday actions that can help prevent the spread 
of germs that cause respiratory illnesses, such 
as swine flu. Take these everyday steps to pro-

tect your health: 
 
¶ Cover your nose and mouth with a tis-

sue when sneezing or coughing. Throw 
the tissue away after using it. 

 
¶ Wash your hands often with soap and 

water, especially after sneezing and 
coughing. Alcohol-based hand sanitizers 
are also effective. 

 
¶ Avoid touching your eyes, nose or 

mouth. 
 
¶ Try to avoid close contact with people 

who are ill. 
 
¶ If you do become sick with swine flu, 

stay home from work or school and 
limit your contact with others to keep 
from infecting them. (0220) 

 
What Should You Do if You Get Sick?  
If you live in areas where swine flu has been 
identified and you become ill with influenza-
like symptoms ï fever, body aches, runny 
nose, sore throat, nausea and vomiting or 
diarrhea ï contact your healthcare provider 
immediately. He/she will determine 
whether influenza testing or treatment is 
necessary.

The Top 4 Construction Hazards 

Youôre in construction, 

youôre good at your job and 

you love what you do. How-

ever, every time you come 

in to work, you are at risk 

of suffering an injury from 

many causes ï especially 

these four top hazards: 

falls, struck -by, caught -in/

between and electrocu-

tions.  

Preventing accidents from these haz-
ards is easier than you think with 
knowledge on your side. Here are 
some safety tips to keep you injury-
free from dawn until dusk:  (4187) 
 

Preventing Falls  

¶ Wear and use fall arrest equip-
ment. 

¶ Install and maintain perimeter 
protection. 

¶ Cover and secure all floor open-
ings and label floor opening cov-
ers. 

¶ Use ladders and scaffolds safely. 

 
Preventing Struck -Bys  

¶ Never position yourself between 
moving and fixed objects. 

¶ Wear high-visibility clothes near 
equipment and vehicles so that 
others can see you clearly. 

 

Preventing Caught -In/
Between  

¶ Never enter an unprotected 
trench or excavation that is five 
feet or deeper without an ade-

quate protective system in place 
(NOTE: some trenches that are less 
than five feet may need a similar 
system as well). 

¶ Make sure that a trench or excava-
tion is protected either by sloping, 
shoring, benching or a trench 
shield systems. 

 

Preventing Electrocutions  

¶ Locate and identify utilities before 
starting work for the day. 

¶ Look for overhead power lines 
when operating any equipment.  

¶ Maintain a safe distance away from 
power lines and learn your areaôs dis-
tance requirements. 

¶ Do not operate portable electric 
tools unless they are grounded or 
double-insulated. 

¶ Use ground-fault circuit interrupt-
ers for protection. 

¶ Be alert to electrical hazards when 
working with ladders, scaffolds or 
other platforms.
